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Welcome to the Going Green Project! 'Going Green' is an intercultural blended-learning project and the

product of a partnership between the U.S. Embassy in Berlin, the University of Lüneburg, and LIFE e.V. In a

pilot project in 2014, German and U.S. students explored approaches to sustainable development

collaboratively through an e-learning platform (Moodle). In September 2015, “Going Green” became part of

a larger teaching platform, Teach about U.S., with updated content. In Going Green, schools throughout

the country navigate through web 2.0 applications and social media, and exchange their �ndings. They will

publish their local initiatives online and contribute them to concluding regional student conferences in the

spring of every school year.

Use these teaching tips for planning the implementation

of Going Green in your course.

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In this school project, we o�er a selection of up-to-date authentic teaching materials on U.S.-American

culture and the issue of sustainable development in the 21  century. The project has an open design

allowing for di�erent degrees of implementation in your classroom in accordance with local state and

school curricula, time budgets, teaching and learning practices, and technological infrastructures. Yet, we

do emphasize several core principles of teaching and learning in this project. Tasks-cycles and materials in

the Going Green project were designed following a task-based, integrated-skills approach to foreign

language instruction, they provide a guided introduction of computer-assisted language learning to

teachers with little e-learning experience. They also open an exciting avenue to fostering intercultural

communicative competence.

All Going Green materials are organized in thematic task-cycles that logically build upon one another, but

can also be used individually. These task-cycles typically involve a chain of activities that (a) conclude with a

clearly de�ned product, (b) focus on the meaning of communication instead of isolated linguistic and

grammatical structures, and (c) re�ect patterns of real-world communication. Yet, there is also a place for

explicit study of language: Throughout the curriculum you or your students can select language exercises

according to your speci�c goals and needs.

Whether you complete the Going Green project in a blended learning format with your students enrolled

on the Teach about US learning platform and include activities such as peer editing, forum discussions, or

blog writing, or whether you teach Going Green in a more traditional setting with this paper-and-pencil

handbook, the Going Green curriculum introduces the following competencies: reading in the web,

evaluating information resources critically, participating in digital discourses in forums and social media,

and presenting oneself in the digital arena through user videos to your classroom. We understand that

even the most fascinating technological advances can be of little use in the classroom if not supported by

a critical and robust pedagogy to support its implementation. Going Green materials have been developed

in line with current research on school-based blended learning research and in close exchange with

practitioner teachers.

The thematic focus of this teaching unit is on U.S.-American culture and approaches to sustainable

development in a transatlantic perspective. Through the critical review of authentic texts and local case

studies, students are encouraged to perform a change of (cultural) perspectives. While students might

hold—and openly exhibit—unre�ected stereotypical images of their transatlantic partners (and even their

own native culture), authentic texts and local case studies can stimulate learners to develop what has been

termed an ‘insider’s perspective’ into the target culture in foreign language research. When German

learners, for example, explore that in the U.S. many political and civic initiatives to protect the

st
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environment and combat climate change originate on the local level of individual communities and NGOs

– and not necessary on the federal government level -, this insight can change the way they perceive this

target culture – and, in turn, their own. In addition, Going Green can serve as an avenue to strengthen or

initiate transatlantic partnerships between schools or courses. Does your school participate in a German-

Going Green is designed for a target group of intermediate-advanced English learners in grades 10 and

above of the German Gymnasium. Yet, the pilot project conducted in 2014 proved that the curriculum also

works with younger learners or vocational and other secondary schools. A quick look at the 16 state

curricula will show that the topics of sustainability/environmentalism and the cultural framework of the

U.S. are represented in all of these curricula. The overview below lists di�erent points of departure for

integrating Going Green teaching contents in regular classes.

It follows that the suggested classroom work should cover curriculum contents and can, if necessary, be

easily extended or adjusted. Think of it as an invitation to incorporate new teaching and learning resources

into your classes as well as a strong connection to learning with digital media and authentic resources.

Two more aspects are of interest here:

Although aiming at older high school students, many Going Green contents are also suitable for younger

learners. Teachers can make adjustments to tasks and materials as well as adapt the level of task support

on the Teach about US platform or in their classrooms. The proposed classroom work is designed in a way

that also allows for selective classroom use if available time budgets are restricted. For example political

cartoons that do not necessarily require high pro�ciency in English, can be easily adjusted according to

speci�c learner needs and ability.

We also (and especially) invite teachers and students of English and CLIL (content and language integrated

learning, or bilinguales Sachfachlernen) courses in Germany as well as interested courses in the U.S. to

participate in the project and the student competition for sustainable action plans. The thematic

framework of environmentalism is highly relevant to other school subjects, such as Geography, Biology, or

Social Science, and Going Green allows for an interdisciplinary approach.

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While you don't have to create a new Moodle course from scratch in this project, there are some basic

course administration settings that may come in handy when planning to use Moodle in your class. 

Your course consists of two main areas, the side blocks to the right or left (depending on the course

layout) with blocks for navigation, administration, online users, and more, and the larger main content

area in the center, which includes activity and resource links and the di�erent course sections.

You can edit and customize all of these contents in your Moodle course:

• To do so, click on the  in the top right corner of the course page and select

. Alternatively, you can go to the , select 

, and then .

As the page reloads, you will now see  and an edit dropdown menu next to each activity.

• Clicking on the  lets you move an activity or resource or even a whole section to

wherever you wish in your course. This can be used to change the order of contents. 

• Clicking on the  lets you change the title of an activity, resource, course section. Con�rm

changes by pressing enter. 

What is a course in Moodle?
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The  allows you to perform further changes:

•   Enter the editing page for an activity or resource (see below)

•   Indent an activity or resource link. This is typically done in our Moodle courses for

supplementary resources belonging to the same activity to indicate a hierarchy (e.g. a forum that

supplements a task).

•    Quickly make an activity, resource, or a whole section invisible to your students.

This does not delete the content; it will be displayed in grey to you, but your students won't be see it.

In the title section, you will �nd general resources and forums that could be useful for the entire duration

of the project:





The  is a regular discussion forum that can be edited by all participants. It can be used for

any questions arising out of the project that are not related to a particular task, resource, or tool, or for

discussions focusing on one of the tasks.





The glossary  serves as your course's central glossary for vocabulary de�nitions.

Students can add entries to this glossary consisting of text, but also web-links, images, and videos.

Students should also provide sources of the cited information and example sentences and they can

comment on each other's entries, thereby adding or correcting information. Several activities throughout

the project refer to this glossary, so that it can easily become a record of classroom work and a resource

for exam preparation.




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The database serves as a repository for learner texts and �les worth sharing that arise out

of the di�erent tasks in this course. To upload a �le or insert a text, learner need to open the database,

click on 'Add entry' and �ll out the form. Uploaded learner texts can be browsed and accessed by all

course participants. They can also add comments and provide peer feedback.





The  is a notebook that can be used to document the project work in a systematic or

rather informal way.

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The suggested classroom work for Going Green can be divided into three steps: an introduction to the

topic of sustainability, an exploration of four exemplary challenges, and the collaborative production of a

joint product (the sustainability action plan), which may include participation in the Going Green student

competition for sustainable projects. The overview below shows the project structure of Going Green:

These three sections are, in short:

The following subsections describe each phase in greater detail along with key tasks and materials. 
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Section 1 serves as a general introduction to the Going Green project and to the topic of

sustainability. This is the general structure of the Section 1: 



Everybody has stereotypes and underlying assumptions concerning the topic of sustainability, but also

towards the question how our countries – the U.S. and Germany – go about addressing environmental

challenges. 

The should elicit and make

students aware of these stereotypes and activate prior knowledge and assumptions. We suggest that

your students �ll it out and then discuss the outcomes in class together. If you have the time, why don't

you ask your students to summarize their results on a poster? They could review these at the end of the

project and re�ect upon their changed views and insights. 

In addition, and only if necessary, you could also have your students openly discuss their answers,

interesting �ndings, and open questions form the questionnaire in the FORUM: Attitudes towards

sustainability. This could facilitate a discussion with partner groups in Germany and the U.S.


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At this stage, students will learn what the topic of sustainable development entails. An important part

of this is to de�ne the core terminology and concepts necessary to develop a basic understanding of

the issue. 

The 

• introduces students to the concept of the ecological footprint and the most important related

terms and concepts (step 1),

• asks students to calculate their own ecological footprint and discuss their results critically in a

forum (step 2), 

• and critically approaches the aspect of CO2 production of countries and the reasons for the

di�erences we can observe between them (step 3). 

The materials used here involve audiovisual texts, which can be viewed individually or in class. The

ecological footprint questionnaire (step 2) and the web-search (step 3) are solved ideally using a

computer with web-access. Additional resources can be accessed by students at their own will. 

The focuses on the underlying concept of sustainability. Students,

again, will be working with audiovisual texts and deduce de�nitions and short explanations of central

terms. They should discuss their individual de�nitions – either in a class discussion or in the FORUM:

What is 'sustainability'? 

  The de�nitions arising from both tasks should be carefully written and edited by the students,

and then inserted into the  Individual students can be given the role

of glossary editors who pay attention to accuracy of content and language. The Glossary is also

connected to other tasks in this course and will easily become a record of classroom work. 



In this section, the focus is on the political dimension of sustainable development. Students learn about

the roles grassroots, local, state, and federal initiatives in the U.S. framework. The study texts are

authentic teaching materials from U.S. textbooks.



Use these additional tips and resources according to your students' needs and, of course, your time

budget. In this sub-section you will �nd the video statements from three of our Going Green experts. 
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

If you want your students to work on this section in class using Moodle, keep these aspects in mind:

For students / classes who are interested in a STEM-based approach to these topics, there are speci�c

science-oriented research tasks and eco-challenges available, which are labelled with the laboratory �ask

symbol .

Begin by informing your learners about their choice and brie�y introduce the topics through the

 Here, students are presented with several political cartoons: two for

each of the �rst four study modules and two more focusing on sustainability and global warming in

general. The task description in the glossary asks students to identify the topics addressed in the

cartoons and �nd appropriate (and creative) captions or titles. The introductory discussion about the

students' results should facilitate the students' choice of topic/study module. (The 

 in the language focus asks students to work more closely with these cartoons.)

As a conclusion, ask students to �ll out the Students should

form small work groups in which they will work on their study module cooperatively. 

serves as a repository for the learner products from the research tasks

This is the general structure of the �ve study modules: 


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Students are presented with a �rst glimpse at the module topic so as to activate prior knowledge and

language resources, emphasize personal relevance, generate interest, and relate the topic to personal

experience. In the introductory task (see

, ,

, 

,

 Assignment) learners are to respond to provocative materials creatively and

cooperatively brainstorm ideas that are taken up in the following stages again. 

This warm-up phase concludes with a quiz or forum (see , 

, , 

)

consisting of three questions each in the �rst 4 modules. This is not necessarily meant to test your

students' knowledge, but rather to bring di�erent aspects of the selected study module to their

attention, such as curious facts, statistics, and di�erent topic areas.



Students explore an exemplary issue or challenge connected to the selected module topic in a research

task (see ,

,

,

,

and

 ). The information is presented mainly in the form of videos,

infographics, texts, and further online media. A research task description directs students through the

variety of materials. 

In the end, students document their �ndings (for themselves as well as for their classmates) in the form

of a collage or poster, which they should upload into the  In this database,

students can also comment on each other's products. 


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The case study task (see

,

,

,

,

and

) lets students learn about one local manifestation of the

environmental issue of the module. The case studies combine a critical look at the environmental

challenge, its impact on local U.S. communities, and thereby focus on American culture, as well as

possible ways of addressing it politically in the civil society.

In the end, students should discuss their �ndings in their group using the forum for this task (see: 

,

).

In the Module this discussion is followed by the 

 to prepare for the Eco Challenge.


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Students now progress from the general module topic and its representation in the U.S. to their own

local environment. The eco-challenge (see , 

, , , 

, , and 

) bridges both cultures in a research- and process-oriented manner. Students are asked to

analyze how the module topic a�ects their local community (town/city, neighborhood, family, friends,

school, etc.). This can be done, e.g., by doing an experiment, conducting interviews, administering a

questionnaire survey, taking photos or recording a video, etc.

They should develop an action plan, discuss ideas for a solution and collaboratively plan their project.

Students should document their eco-challenges and upload the products in the Virtual Town Hall (see

section "Eco-challenges" in the Virtual Town Hall).

After a brief presentation they should also review and comment on the eco-challenges of other groups.

•   A signi�cant part of the eco-challenge will most likely be carried out outside the classroom.

Have your students prepare their eco-challenge in class and assign the data-collection and analysis

as homework.

•   Depending on your language focus, you might want to tell your students to write a report

about their eco-challenge, prepare a short presentation etc. 

•   Every group should upload their eco-challenge result in the Virtual Town Hall and also

compare it to other groups' results. Comparing German and American eco-challenges can become

an easy an e�ective way to support authentic intercultural learning.




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Should your students need any support, like additional instruction, phrases and vocabulary, or a self-

assessment grid, they can �nd such support materials in the course section "5. Tips, resources, and

tools." These materials are also usually linked to the respective language activities below the task

instructions along with this symbol  .

•   Tell your students which language activities they should do. Instruct them to use the TIP

documents as they go, or go over them quickly before doing the language tasks. 

•   Your students can easily evaluate themselves using the TIP documents. Together with the

language tasks, they make an e�ective resource for independent class test preparation. 



If you want your students to work on this section in class using Moodle, keep these aspects in mind: 

•   The modules are designed for independent group work. Make sure your students have

access to computers. Reserve your school's computer-lab early or ask your students to bring their

own devices. Inquire about wireless web-access. 

•   There are many videos featured in this section. Ask your students to bring headphones to

class, so they can listen to them without disturbing others.

•   It might slow down your web-connection if all students want to watch the videos at once.

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Section 3 contains the task description for your course's sustainability action plan.

At this stage (provided you have covered the Going Green curriculum) your students should be familiar

with general concepts and terminology related to sustainability as well as the political processes behind

sustainable development (section 1). They should have also experienced at least one of the featured

sustainability challenges through online-research and research-based learning in the eco-challenges

(section 2). 

Now, your students should have agreed on one Eco Challenge for the �nal project—their sustainability

action plan. The instructions in the  provide a general structure for your

students' work. It leaves enough room for topic choice, use of media, context of the sustainability

action plan, and other aspects. 

The �nal step will be to project or pilot the action plan's implementation in their environment (course,

school, town etc.).

Again, it is you and your students who decide on the form of presentation and/or documentation of

your class project. There is no limitation as to which media should be used. This aspect, of course, will

also be acknowledged in the competition (s. below). A procedure with awards in di�erent media

categories will be implemented, so that e.g. a poster will not have to compete against a video

contribution. 
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In order to take part in the Going Green competition, your students (one representative) will have to

submit your course's contribution by the submission deadline. This is done by uploading or linking the

product in the DATABASE: Your sustainability action plan in the Virtual Town Hall.

They conclude with a self-assessment grid in which learners can assess their knowledge or

performance. 



to speci�c tasks in this course or the sustainability action plan. We have also included a teaching tip on

researching and using political cartoons in the EFL classroom. 



We believe that this is an excellent opportunity to boost student motivation and to strengthen the

understanding that their approaches for sustainable development are relevant to their communities and

beyond. From our teacher and student feedback we have learned that in most cases, student engagement

to produce an action plan exceeded their teachers’ expectations (and ours included) by far! Many

participants saw their action plans and project outcomes featured in local newspaper articles and radio

reports, at school festivities and even town hall meetings.

We would like to emphasize that participants are encouraged to submit their contributions, regardless of

class grade or school level or even the type of action plan. The competition categories are formed after

receiving the submission, re�ecting the open character of the contribution. As educators ourselves, we

understand that a poster should not have to compete with a complete website and social media

campaign, that some participants naturally will have more time to prepare their action plans than others,

and that young learners (in 2014, a grade-six course from Aalen won one of the awards!) will produce

di�erent outcomes than, for example, a year twelve AP English course.

In order to take part in the Going Green student competition, your students (one representative) or you

will have to submit your course's contribution by the submission deadline . This will be done by uploading

the product (or a link to the product) onto the Teach About US platform. To do this, a registered and

logged-in user must

of the Teach About US team. We will announce more information on this procedure in due time.
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The standard Moodle courses for the Going Green project are primarily targeted at German high school

students and the tasks in it will re�ect this. However, these activities are mostly content-based and will

also allow U.S. students to work on the project theme in a meaningful way. Probably the best way to

launch your cooperation is to discuss the project together with your colleague and seek out options for

online exchanges. These exchanges can be facilitated via the course forum in your Moodle course or

private messages between your students. You can also set up Skype meetings. For teachers, we have

included a teacher-to-teacher forum at the top of the course page. It is invisible to students.

The following manual for facilitating telecollaboration in Going Green has been adapted from several

published and tested telecollaboration manuals. It includes a selection of telecollaboration tasks as well as

further documents like checklists, questionnaires, and instructions that will allow you and your

transatlantic colleague to plan and implement your online exchange using this Moodle platform.

We are adding new STEM-based extensions to the Going Green curriculum to facilitate a greater

integration of science and foreign language instruction and attract wider circles of participants. (STEM

stands for Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics. It is similar to the German MINT -

Mathematik, Informatik, Naturwissenschaft, Technik.) Current research on CLIL, short for "content and

language integrated learning," shows that the conbined teaching of content and a foreign language creates

bene�ts for learners, teachers, and schools. We know today that CLIL learners...

• are motivated,

• develop cognitively and their brains work harder,

• develop communication skills,

• make new personal meanings in another language,

• progress more in terms of learner language,

• receive a lot more foreign language input and work e�ectively with that input,

• interact meaningfully,

• learn to speak and write,

• develop intercultural awareness,

• learn about the 'culture' of a subject,

• are prepared for studying in another language,

• and they learn in di�erent ways.

(Dale & Tanner 2012: 11-13)

Introducing CLIL can help schools and teachers think about school subjects in new ways and facilitate

curricular renewal and innovation. Science teachers learn about the language aspects of their own

subjects, while language teachers explore new relevant application �elds of foreign languages. More

inmportantly, maybe, CLIL supports teaching faculty to cooperate closer with each other:

Subject and language teachers start to collaborate more, for example on how
to work on language in lessons or on cross-curricular projects. And with
learners and teachers who have high level communication skills in English,
schools are better equipped to participate in and bene�t from international
educational projects. CLIL also encourages greater collaboration among subject
teachers as well as between subject and language teachers.
(Dale & Tanner 2012: 14)

So why combine science and foreign language instruction? Science subjects use language to communicate

contents - scienti�c phenomena are described, explained, and analyzed. In science, di�erent types of

multimodal inputs like reports, charts, graphs, and video are common. This content becomes multimodal

foreign language input for learners. They learn to express complex scienti�c �ndings in academically

appropriate ways - they learn to think, talk, and write like scientists (cf. Dale & Tanner 2012: 80).

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The new STEM-based curriculum extensions can be found in the content modules on plastic, green cities,

food, and fashion in the Going Green e-classroom, where we have added additional research tasks and

eco-challenges. This give learners the choice to follow a more language-oriented or a science-oriented

path.

The new research tasks prompts students to explore the science behind the topic they are investigating.

For example, in the course module Plastic // Recycle learners can now investigate the question what is

more sustainable – paper or plastic bags. Learners are asked to think in life-cycles, that is, to research how

di�erent types of bags are actually produced, what resources are necessary during this production

process, and how these bags can be disposed. Finally, learners should return to the initial question and

assess how environmentally friendly both option are, based on the research �ndings.

The new STEM-based eco-challenges ask students to slip into the role of scientists, that is, to conduct their

own research experiments and report about the implications of their �ndings. This also means that

learners must adhere to the basic principles of the scienti�c method.  For the plastics module, for

example, learners can experiment with creating biodegradable plastic from everyday ingredients or they

can investigate how people used to go about their daily businesses before the advent of plastics – and

thereby re-discover alternatives to this material.

Finally, a number of colleagues have reported that they used the Going Green curriculum in their classes

to carry out project days or project weeks. The curriculum is well-suited to facilitate learning in alternative

contexts, including workshops or extracurricular settings. To give you an idea of how this can be done, we

propose the following procedure (but feel free to experiment with the content and adjust it to you local

environment):
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
